Minutes of the Annual General Body Meeting of the Indian Academy of Pediatrics held on Friday, the 21st January 2011 from 5.15 p.m. onwards at B.M. Birla Science and Convention Centre, Jaipur.






One hundred and forty members attended the meeting as per attendance signed on the minutes book.

The President, Dr T. U. Sukumaran welcomed the General Body. He requested the Hon Secretary General, Dr Tanmay Amladi to read out the names of those IAP members who passed away during the year 2010

The following IAP members were then bereaved by the General Body:

Dr. S. P. Narayan (Saran), Dr. T. K. Suseelan (Ernakulam), Dr. Pramoad Kumar Jha (Rew), Dr. Om Prakash Kastwar (Gwalior), Dr. C. Dhanasekaran (Ramanathapuram), Dr. Manoranjan Sahay (Ranchi) and Dr. Pinaki Banerjee (Kolkata).  
Some members suggested that the names of the deceased members should be informed to the Central IAP office in advance and not to announce at the time of the meeting for proper dignity of the deceased.  

Agenda Item No. 1 - Confirmation of the minutes of the Annual General Body Meeting held on 8th January 2010 at Hyderabad International Convention Centre, Novotel & HICC Complex, (Near Hitec City), Cyberabad Post Office, Madhapur, Hyderabad.

The members were informed that the Annual Report for the period January 2010 to December 2010 with minutes of the Annual General Body meeting held on 8th January 2010 at Hyderabad and audited accounts for the year ending 31st March 2010 and the budget for the year 2011-12 were circulated to the members in advance.  This posting was done by M/s Johnson & Johnson along with the Parvarish CD and Parenting Book.  

Dr. Ajay Gambhir pointed out that these had not reached in time; the Hon Secretary General explained that posting had been done in advance but through M/s J&J and there had been delay from their side, which was regrettable and agreed that it should be avoided in future

Agenda Item No. 2 - Business arising out of the minutes.

A suggestion was made that if a Special General Body Meeting is held during the Pedicon days, then to hold the 2nd Special General Body meeting immediately on the next day during Pedicon and pass the minutes after one month.  It was clarified that in the Special General Body meeting only the proposed constitutional amendments / alterations  / additions  are discussed as per rule no.118 and the same are ratified in the 2nd Special General Body meeting which is held one month later.

Agenda Item No. 3 - Consideration and adoption of the audited Statement of Accounts for the year ended 31st March 2010 and the Budget for the year 2011-12.

The Treasurer, Dr. Sailesh Gupta presented the audited accounts for the year ended 31st March 2010 and the budget for the year 2011-12.  He informed the members that the detailed information regarding accounts is given in the spiral bound copy of a document circulated along with the Annual Report.  The Treasurer’s report was also discussed by the members.

As regards to IAP staff salaries, it was resolved as follows:

“Resolved that the staff salaries of the Central IAP be frozen until opinion of a Labor Consultant is obtained and the central office to appoint a Labor Consultant”

As regards to the following suggestions made by Dr. Dhananjay Shah it was decided to refer the matter to Labor Consultant:

1.Discontinuation of Overtime Allowances, which was 3.71 lacs in the year for which the accounts are now presented.  .

2.Recovery of Salary Arrears from the beneficiaries, as they were disbursed without any systematic approvals or serious consideration by IAP OB.

3.A strict no to an annual 3% rise in basic salary, as resolved by IAP OB, as the net rise finally amounts to 8 to 10% rise in the total salary paid-out (due to similar rises in DA, HRA and other perks).

4.Redesign of the staff salary policy by a panel of senior members, who will guide to IAP OB and also ensure that the policy and the underlying principles are not violated in future.

Dr. Ajay Gambhir suggested checking with CA whether IAP can hold an account with AXIS Bank and shift the funds to the Nationalized Banks.  

Dr. Sailesh Gupta, the Hon. Treasurer, presented the report on the consolidated finances of IAP, as on March 31, 2010.

1) The total funds of IAP stand at Rs. 10, 87, 68,164/-. This includes life membership fund, Foundation fund, and other funds.
2) The consolidated fixed assets stand at Rs. 47,83,895/-
3) The consolidated deposits stand at Rs. 11,33,73,946/-
4) The consolidated income of IAP from April 2009 to March 2011 stands at Rs. 2,01,05,640/-

5) The consolidated expenses of IAP at the end of March 2010 stand at Rs. 2,32,70,313/-
6) At the end of March 2010, IAP reduced its deficit to Rs. 6,82,298/- 
7) Central IAP income surplus as on December 31, 2010 stands at Rs. 39,10,360/-
The Hon Treasurer made the following recommendations about IAP finances to the GB

1) Tax issues – IAP funds should be transparent and accounted for. All ‘income’ including Pedicon income and administrative fee is taxable from 2009 – 10. There will be no direct transfers to the ‘Foundation Fund’.
2) For purpose of Tax saving the surplus income will be earmarked for a specific objective that must be fulfilled within five years of ear marking of funds. Surplus funds above 15% will be earmarked every financial year for the purpose of buying new office premises, beginning with the year 2009 - 10
3) The new accounting policy of showing income from Pedicon as income to CIAP reduces IAP Corpus. Corpus can be increased by direct contribution from IAP members. Pedicon registration fee (Rs. 1000/-) will be accepted as contribution to IAPCO corpus from Pedicon 2011.
4) IAP PAN will not be shared with any branch / chapter. Each IAP branch / chapter should acquire its own PAN. Branches bidding for Pedicon should have own PAN
5) Over 25% of IAP expense is on staff payments; A labor consultant’s advice  will be sought for staff salaries and overtime and work-hour issues. We need to hire at least two new staff members to improve work output.
6) The Royalty obtained from on IAP Books is being used for administrative expense. This amount (over 12 lakh in 2009 – 10) should be earmarked for award / research / student grant
7) FCRA certificate for IAP INFO 
8) FCRA certificate for IAP is under processing. Foreign funds and donations may then be received.
9) Administrative fee on IAP Projects is currently a flat 10%. Can this be variably 8% to 15% - 8% on large projects, 10% for  Unicef / WHO / GOI 15% for smaller pharma projects
10) Secretarial assistance for Treasurer DISCUSS 
11) Treasurer is an important office bearer with considerable responsibilities and workload. Secretarial assistance should be granted 

The Hon. Treasurer presented the budget for 2010 – 11

1) An approximate total income of Rs. 2,67,32,700/- to CIAP is expected
2) The estimated expenditure of CIAP in the same period is Rs. 2,33,15,150/-
3) An estimated surplus of Rs. 34, 17,550/- is expected.

Dr. R. K. Agarwal informed the house that the communication sent by him to Dr. Gadadhar Sarangi regarding conduct of Dr. Rohit C.
