The ‘Comprehensive Newborn Care’ program of IAP vision 2007

Dear IAP branch office bearers,

The Comprehensive Newborn Care Program was launched under the aegis of IAP vision 2007 along with several other programs intended to impact the knowledge and practices of pediatricians all over the country. The program covers ten lectures that can be conducted by 2 – 3 faculty over a period of 6 – 7 hours (one – day program). The topics are intended to sensitize pediatricians and upgrade their knowledge of basic neonatal care, with the intention to reduce neonatal mortality and morbidity in the long run, by improving neonatal care practices by pediatricians and neonatologists. The topics cover subjects from breastfeeding, thru’ neonatal hyperbilirubinemia, to neonatal sepsis and neonatal seizures in an easy top understand format and with latest international updates.

The program can be conducted inexpensively, by inviting local experts as faculty, and by conducting the program at an inexpensive but comfortable venue, with reasonably good audiovisual facility, and simple refreshments for delegates. 50 to 60 delegates (or less, depending on the number of pediatricians in a given area) could be invited to attend the program, and these could include interested family practitioners too. The resource materials (CD and text matter) could be obtained on request from the IAP office be writing / emailing / telephoning the Secretary General (email id: centraloffice@iapindia.org) and advice on conduct of the program could be obtained from the national coordinator, Dr. Sailesh Gupta through letter, email or telephone (email – gupta_sailesh@hotmail.com; tele no – 098190 42213). The branch office bearers could look for an IAP acceptable sponsor to fund the program. You may charge the delegate a very nominal fee that could be used toward expenses incurred. 

A brief report of the program is to be submitted to IAP office and the national coordinator.

While several branches have been asked by central IAP office to conduct the program, and several having completed it, or at least planned it, if your branch has not been asked by central IAP office to conduct the program, but you are interested, then please write / email to the Secretary General and National coordinator for assistance to conduct the program.
